S. Store materials in a flat orientation in a dry place that is not exposed to exterior elements. Materials are to be protected against damage from moisture and direct sunlight.
T. Store 3form Chroma in area of installation minimum of 24 hours prior to installation.

U. Handle materials to prevent damage to finished surfaces.  Provide protective coverings to prevent damage or staining following installation for duration of project.

V. Before installing Plastic Fabrications, permit them to reach room temperature.

2. Self-Ignition Temperature (ASTM D 1929).  Material must have a Self-ignition temperature greater than 850°F.
3. Density of Smoke (ASTM D 2843).  Material must have a smoke density less than 10%.

4. Coefficient of Friction (ASTM 2047) 0.73 Dry, 0.79 Wet

5. Dynamic environmental testing (ASTM standards D 5116 or D 6670).  Panels must not have detectable VOC off-gassing agents and must be have Greenguard™ Indoor Air Quality Children and Schools certified.
6. Product must be fused using heat and pressure, not laminated with adhesives.
7. Color must be PVC-Free and be an acrylic resin made with pigments, not dyes. Must be UV stable colors
8. Vellum surface should be completely renewable onsite.

N. Manufacturer’s shop to fabricate items to the greatest degree possible.

O. Utilize fasteners, adhesives and bonding agents recommended by manufacturer for type of installation indicated.  Material that is chipped, warped, hazed or discolored as a result of installation or fabrication methods will be rejected.

P. Install components plumb, level and rigid, scribed to adjacent finishes, in accordance with approved shop drawings and product data.

Q. Form field joints using manufacturer’s recommended procedures.  Locate seams in panels so that they are not directly in line with seams in substrates.
